1. THE MEKONG RIVER COMMISSION AND MRC SECRETARIAT

The Mekong River Commission “MRC” was established by the 1995 Agreement on Co-operation
for the Sustainable Development of the Mekong River Basin, between the governments of
Cambodia, Lao PDR, Thailand and Viet Nam. The role of the MRC is to coordinate and promote
cooperation in all fields of sustainable development, utilisation, management and conservation
of the water and related resources of the Mekong River Basin.

The MRC Secretariat “MRCS” is the operational arm of the MRC. It provides technical and
administrative services to the MRC Joint Committee “JC” and the MRC Council to achieve the
MRC'’s mission.

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2. JOB SUMMARY/JOB STATEMENT

The jobholder heads the Environmental Management Division at the MRCS. S/he is responsible
for the overall coordination, planning, execution and management of the Environmental
Management Division, including technical, financial, and administrative aspects. The position
oversees the implementation of MRC’s core river basin management functions related to
environmental monitoring (CRBMF 1), environmental analysis and assessment (CRBMF 2) and
environmental management planning support {CRBMF 3). S/he contributes to the strengthening
of regional-national links in MRC's activities. As a member of the Senior Management Team,
composed of the CEO and all four Directors, at the MRCS, s/he assists the CEO in fostering mutual
understanding and cooperation between Member Countries “MCs”, as well as the overall smooth
organisational change and transition to the new structure and mode of operations.

3. MAIN TASKS AND RESPONSIBILITIES

3.1. Functional Management
A. Planning

= Qversee the preparation and update of basin-wide strategies relating to environment and
fisheries management in close consultation with the Planning Division;

» Lead the preparation and updating of the State of the Basin Report in close consultation with
all other Divisions/Office;

» Contribute to the formulation of the MRC 5-year Strategic Plan “SP”, including the overall
MRC budget in collaboration with other Divisions/Office and under the overall supervision of
the CEQ;

= Contribute to the formulation of the MRC Annual Work Plans “AWP”, including the annual
MRC budgets in collaboration with other Divisions/Office and under the overall supervision
of the CEO;

= Lead the preparation of the Division’s AWP, including Unit’s budget and M&E and reporting;

B. Implementation and coordination of activities

= Responsible for the execution of the activities of the Division, to ensure that appropriate
institutional mechanisms and participatory processes are in place for the implementation
of the Division’s activities and to achieve the SP outcomes, outputs as assigned to the
Division;

= |nitiate and enhance active cooperation with other Divisions/Office and with related MCs’
agencies to ensure integration, organisational synergies and efficient delivery of the SP;

= Undertake policy advocacy and promotion and dissemination of the Division’s work to
strengthen engagement of policy makers and stakeholders in the sustainable development
of the Basin, with technical support from Communication Officers;

= Facilitate problem solving and consensus processes within the Division and between the
MRCS and MCs;

= |Lead the preparation of decentralisation plans for activities to be decentralised within the
Division and ensure their effective implementation and reporting as required;

7. REMUNERATION

The remuneration package, subject to change, includes:

Remuneration:

» Annual net base salary exempts from tax by Lao authorities, starting at US$ 66,614 (M-14,
Step 1) with a Living Cost of 5% of the base salary.

= Non-residential staff members who are relocated to the duty station (Vientiane, Lao PDR or
Phnom Penh, Cambodia) are granted with 7% on the Post adjustment and 7% on Hardship
allowances annually, and a rental subsidy of US$ 700 monthly.

Benefits:

= The MRC’s contribution to staff member’s Provident Fund (pension fund) of 14% of base
salary per annum;

= Coverage of Health Insurance for staff and eligible dependents, and Accident Insurance {on
a shared basis with the employee) for staff;

= Other entitlements and benefits such as Dependency Allowance (US$ 40 per dependent),
Annual Leave (30 days per year), Sick Leave (30 days per year), Special Leave with pay,
Maternity/Paternity Leaves, Education Grant (75% of maximum US$ 12,000 per an eligible
child for non-residential staff and maximum 7% of the annual base salary for resident staff),
Annual Healthcheck {(subject to budget availability), annual vaccination, and more;

= Non-resident staff members who are relocated to the duty station (Vientiane or Phnom
Penh) are granted with a subsidized Home Leave, shipment of personal effects to/from the
duty station up on joining and conclusion of service with the MRCS.

The duration of the assignment of MRC Riparian Professional Staff is up to maximum two 3-
year term according to the 1995 Mekong Agreement and Procedural Rules.
